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Hole 7
From the old barn in the big meadow, follow the old road

that crosses the meadow. Road will curve to the right.

Stop about 100 feet before the old fallen dead tree that

marks the trail to the left (towards the river and the old

rope swing). —_

Look left and you will see a pile of rocks that we set up.
Walk straight backand go about 175 steps.

You will see a couple of blue tags on little trees.
Keep going to see T 7A .

Look right. Tag T 7B is about 30 steps away.

This fairway will be in view of
the old barn, the big meadow and
Amacker Ranch.




Hole G 13

Back track to the big meadow, continue following the
road that crosses the meadow and curves around. Stop
at the old fallen dead tree and go left on the trail
towards the river and the old rope swing.

Stop at a tree which has a pile of old
wood under it and look right.

You will see tire tracks (from a car or truck) through
the grass. Follow these tire tracks which are to the
right of the trail. Walk about 25 steps. Stop at the
double tree on the right. Tag G -12 is behind the
double tree and visible from the trail.

It is incorrectly marked G -12. According to the map
and the GPS coordinates it should be G- 13.




Hole 14
Back track to the pile of wood under the tree. Turn

right and continue on the trail towards the river.
Stop at the man hole cover. E

At the man hole cover go left (towards the river
and the old rope swing) and walk about 25 steps.

\

There is a bright red tag on a tree to the right just
next to the trail, above your head. Look  beyond that
tag and you will see an orange tag marked T14A.

It is visible from the trail visible from the tralil.

From this tag dwalk about 30 steps straight into the
forested area to orange tag that says T14B




Hol e 13

Back track to the big meadow.

Turn left and follow the road bordering the big
meadow, heading towards Echo Summit, and
towards the big dirt pile that CSP dumped there a
few years ago.

After the end of the meadow, almost to the dirt
pile, there are 2 trails that go to the left towards
the river and merge.

Stop at the second trail and look to your right. Tag
T13A is hanging on the back side of a big tree.
You can see the dirt pile behind it.

Now, take the trail towards the river. Go
about 40 steps and you will see a big stump
to the left of the tralil.

At the big dead stump, (low to the ground) go
left about 25 steps and you will see another
tag which is incorrectly marked 12B.

According to the map and GPS coordinates it
should be 13B.

Note that this fairway (#13) parallels the

big meadow and will be located in what
currently is the big stand of trees that
border the meadow and the inner trail that
parallels the river. This fairway will be in full
view from the meadow and the barn.

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Hole 8

Back track to the road and continue towards
the dirt pile. When you come to the Y just
before the dirt pile, go left. (away from the
dirt pile)

Continue on this trail towards the river. Go
about 100 steps.

Just before the trail bends to the right, look
right to see tag G8. You will have a straight on
view of the dirt pile behind the tag.

From this same spot, as you are facing the dirt

pile, look right across the trail and you will see
F 8A.




Hole 12

From the dirt pile take the trail west towards
Echo Summit and go past the dirt pile, curve
right and up the hill past the big, grand old,
beautiful tree on the right that CSP said they
will save.

Go up the hill past the man hole cover marked
060206 i n white.

Go about 30 steps past the man hole cover
and there will be a metal pole on your left.

Look across the trail to the right and you will
seetag 12A.

If you are standing at the metal pole and
looking across the trail this tag in visible.
Walk about 30 steps in to this tag.

According to the map, the green for fairway

12 is at the dirt pile but we couldn @ find any
markings.
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Hole 11

Go back to the trail where you stopped at the metal stake.

Go off trail now to the left (behind the stake, heading west towards
Echo Summit) and go about 50 -75 feet.

There is a small tree tagged G11.

This is in the middle of the old quarry.
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Hole 9

Go back to the trail where you stopped at the metal
stake and continue up the trail.

About 75 feet up the trail you will see a
road/trail to the left (this is just past the old

quarry).

Take the road/trail to the left. Follow through a
forested area down around and to the right.

Continue straight ahead and you will
come to the o0TO0 in the

You will be looking at a big old slash pile.

The tag is on a tree in front of a slash pile and is
marked G9.
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Hole 11, continued

At the 0T6 in the trail, go

trail and follow it. It will curve to the left.

Go |l eft (dondot continue on
straight up the hill). You will come to a big,

beautiful Ponderosa pine tree that is 2 trees

that have grown together as one.

Look up to the right of the trail and on the slope
above is T11C. Itis about 150 feet off the
trail to the right.

Continue on this trail to an area on the right
with several old fallen logs

There is a tag on the snag of a log marked T11B.
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Hole 11, continued

Continue along this trail and it gets very
narrow and jogs a bit to the left. Houses
are in view,

There are lots of boulders along the side
of the trail.

Stop just before a swale and look up to
the right. Tag G 10 alternate is hanging
on a bush over a rock.

Houses are within view.
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Hole 10

Continue on barely visible, single track trail
across the swale.

Continue through the forest
to a pile of 7 old fallen trees with a house visible
behind them.

G10 tag is on a shrub at the other
end of these fallen trees.
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Hol e 10 cont

Continue on trail to big tree that is shaped like a Y.
Take single track foot trail to the left and follow
to open area with large dirt pile and dead debris.

Go left to see high drainage ditch which will be the
middle of the 10 ™ fairway! John is standing in the ditch.

Follow this drainage ditch to an open scrub brush
clearing.

Bush whack across this to the edge of this
open area towards the Willows.

Tag 10C is on a perfectly shaped Christmas tree.

The big wood chip piles and the trail will be on your left.
Continue straight to hit the gravel road made by CSP which
parallels the river.
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
